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Installation

1 Remove the existing toilet: Turn off the water supply and flush the toilet, then
sponge out all remaining water from the cistern. Disconnect the supply shut-off
valve (if present), and remove the old pan and cistern.

   CAUTION: Risk of hazardous gases. If the new toilet is not installed immediately,
temporarity stuff a rag in the closet flange.

2 Define the position of connector: Place the connector onto the pan, position between
outlet and waste pipe.

3 Position the template on the floor to ensure the rear pan against the wall. Mark the
mounting hole centerline on the floor.

8 Install the New Pan: Assembly the hinge flap with securing pin. Insert the screw
into the slot of the hinge flap, insert washers through mounting holes. Insert rubber
washers and position the hinge flap is properly and tighten the nuts to securing.
Place the seat and cover on the pan. Insert the link piece into the hinge flap.

CAUTION: Risk of product damage. Overtightening may cause breakage or
chipping of the vitreous china.
NOTE: Link piece may cut off the length to install properly.
